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CHAPEL THEME 2023-2024
In this year’s chapel program, we want to explore three key 
questions that help us think about our purpose in the world:

Another way to ask these questions is to reflect on the idea 
of “calling”. Calling is an interesting word; author and teacher 
Chris Steadman describes it this way:

A calling blossoms when you see a need in the world that 
aligns with your passions, and you dive into addressing it 
head first.

This year we’ll explore this idea through the lens of the prophet Micah. Micah asks his community  
“ …what does [God] require of you but to do justice and to love kindness and to walk humbly with  
your God?” (Micah 6:8).

Micah is getting at the very core of what it means to live in God’s way; to choose to ground the 
purpose of our lives in ways that bring goodness and wholeness to everyone.

For Christians, this is the way of Jesus, and it’s both personal, and political. It’s seeing who we are 
and our purpose in new ways, and it’s about how we live out our lives in our community and our 
world. For Anabaptist Mennonites, this way is grounded in a spirit of reconciliation.

In our chapels this year, we are invited to consider our everyday lives through this lens. We can ask 
this question of calling whether we’re atheist, religious, or somewhere in between. And the more we 
do this, the more we understand who we are and what we are – and grow into our unique purpose 
in the world.

The 1st annual Family Picnic & Outdoor Movie 
Night was held on Friday, June 16 with over 
300 people in attendance. The weather was 
perfect and we could not have asked for better 
conditions to host this first-time event!

“AUF DEUTSCH, BITTE”

These simple words from Mrs. (Frau) Rosemarie Tossell, my German 
teacher at Rockway, often still play in my head, nearly ten years after being 
taught them. At a recent week-long design workshop in Berlin, Germany,  
I found myself pleasantly surprised by my ability to loosely converse in the 
local language at market halls, restaurants, and even with other German 
graduate students. Mrs. Tossell would often push us to speak auf Deutsch, 
bitte (in German, please) even if it was uncomfortable, instilling a focus on 
effort over perfection. It wasn’t always easy, but we got to see our learning 
pay off on Rockway’s France Germany trip in 2014, ordering, bartering, and 

conversing in German. In reflecting on my time at Rockway, it’s clear that the people are what make the 
teaching engaging and memorable. Just as the awesome math and physics teachers I had (Rob Klassen, 
Steve Pfisterer, Neveen Antoun, among others) bolstered my interest in an engineering career, it was Frau 
Tossell’s approach to teaching German that made it fun – we all made many great memories both in the
