to students virtually through three video chapel addresses: Stewardship vs Ownership, Sitting with
the Truth, and Two-Eyed Seeing and Allyship.

The entire Rockway community was able to participate in a smudging ceremony (see photo
on pg. 1) introduced by Clarence and assisted by Rebecca.

Clarence says, “It is said that Mother Earth has all the medicines for every disease there is.
Indigenous Peoples of Turtle Island are land-based people. We have received many of our
teachings from the animals. Our creation stories are about Mother Earth and how we came

to be. It is said that you can go anywhere on Turtle Island and find the medicine you need.
Understanding land-based philosophies helps us become better connected and feed our spirits.”

Clarence currently works as an Aboriginal Services Coordinator at Conestoga College and is the
visionary behind Crow Shield Lodge which is a place for reconciliation, teaching and healing.

Rebecca wears several work hats: running nature programs with the City of Kitchener, facilitating
professional development for teachers through Child and Nature Alliance of Canada, and working
with Mennonite Central Committee's Indigenous Neighbours program.

Rebecca's connection to land comes from growing up on two farms: her grandparents’ in

St. Jacobs, and her family's in Elora. She loves spending time outdoors, and she is passionate
about connecting people to the land around them. To her, each season and space is full of wonder
— when we have eyes to see.

Elaine Ranney, Principal opened the week by introducing everyone to Crow Shield Lodge — a

land based education centre that helps promote reconciliation with indigenous people. Elaine
concluded the series by challenging the Rockway community, “Let us continue our learning and
understanding of the experiences of indigenous peoples and let us seek reconciliation. Let us take
seriously Clarence's words, ‘We are the land, and the land is us.""

A constant theme of Ann L. Schultz's ‘84 tenure as Principal of Rockway was gratitude. Ann frequently
spoke and wrote of her own gratitude for students, faculty, staff, alumni, donors, and volunteers. As
the school's leader, she also spoke of the gratitude that each of these groups had for one another,
unifying and connecting each important aspect of this community.

Faculty and Staff, Supporters of Rockway, and of
course, Rockway students!”

Ann holding and describing a small bow! of
stones that sat on her desk everyday; each one
engraved with a significant word that inspired
her work. She reminisced about her years as Music

Department Head which extended from 1997-
2012. “I was able to realize so much of what called me to music in the first place...the distinct privilege
to inspire youth to sing the music of the masters, the music of the church, and the music of today...
the opportunity to share my music education philosophy which was to integrate body, mind and

soul into the music process, and foremostly, impress on my students, that they were messengers of
very important messages. | spent a lot of time during rehearsals, connecting the importance of the
interplay of text and tune and inspiring them to sing from the heart.”

Upon starting as Principal in 2013, Ann reflected that, “The mandate was great, and accepting the
call was daunting, yet my love, passion and vision for the school was ready to be launched...which
included: honouring the past (i.e. Uphold the mission statement), celebrating the present and making
bold and courageous changes for the future, with the overall goal of ensuring Rockway would be
sustainable for many years to come.”

Ann talked about what we collectively accomplished together, “At times, our journey together hasn't
been harmonic. In fact, at times it was downright dissonant. Yet, through the support of Rockway's
Board, a strong and resilient faculty and staff, and the support of Rockway supporters, we persevered.
Just as Rockway's founding visionaries found their way to create Rockway at the end of WWI|

amid many adversities and challenges, we, too, have found ways to keep Rockway's flame burning,
honouring Rockway's mission, vision and values on this journey of challenge and change."”

“Rockway'’s financial picture is healthy, enrollment continues to grow, the donor base and alumni
engagement is increasing, program is thriving, faculty and staff are committed to Rockway's mission,
vision and values, parents and students are engaged, Rockway's Board of Directors is committed and
dedicated and Rockway's next Principal comes with excitement, experience and clear alignment with
who Rockway is. | believe Rockway is in good hands and platformed to continue on its journey...the
next Prelude is ready to be composed!”

Ann's final words were a call to action, “I challenge you to keep the Rockway identity alive and vibrant;
be aware of the changing times, yet stay clear on why Rockway was founded, and the importance
of keeping its mission alive. Integrating sound academic learning with growth in character and faith




was important in 1945, it remains important in 2021, and it needs to ground Rockway for the future.
Knowing this and being clear on this, will guide your work and keep Rockway on stable ground, and
will ensure it will continue to educate, form faith and build character for many more years to come.”

Mark Diller Harder, Chair of the Planning Committee, concluded the afternoon celebration expressing
gratitude to Ann for her 30 years of service by saying, on behalf of all of us, “Well done, my good and
faithful servant!”

Rockway's Board Chair, Betty Pries, announced during the retirement
celebration that alumni, past and present students and families,
friends, faculty and staff were invited to send in a tribute, memory
and/or photo to be compiled in a tribute book reflecting Ann's
30-year career. The book was given to Ann in March 2022.

ROCKWAY REMEMBERS...

John Harder (1935-2022) was one of Rockway's longstanding and beloved
teachers. He came to Rockway in the late 70s, hired by William Kruger, as an
English teacher. In addition to teaching senior English, John was instrumental in
the Drama program, spearheading the Grade 11 play for many years. John had a
deep respect for faith-based education and brought strong critical thinking skills
to the classroom and the faculty table. Ann L. Schultz, a student at the time, shared
that she has fond memories of rigorous discussions in the English classroom,
where he pushed his students to think widely and deeply about the themes in

. “the novels he taught and the poetry he presented. As a colleague, John was very
supportive of new teachers who joined faculty during his tenure. He retired in the 90s, and Charles (Chuck)
Kruger then assumed the English Department Head position.

We are grateful for John's many years of faithful service, and we offer prayers of condolence for his family.

Robert Witmer (1929-2021) was a member of the first graduating class of
Rockway in 1948. While at Rockway, Robert served on the Student Council, was
Chairman of the Devotional Committee, Editor of Lighthouse, and sang in the
mixed, and male quartets. After high school, Robert felt called to the mission
field and in 1956, after finishing seminary, went to serve in Paris, France with
Mennonite Board of Missions along with his wife Lois. In 1984, their mission
work led them to northwestern Quebec where they ministered for 10 years to the
church in Rouyn-Noranda. Robert and Lois returned to Waterloo Region in 1995
and have been active members of the community since.
